For God 
sent his Son into the world not to condemn the 
world, but so that through him the world might 
be saved. Everybody who does wrong hates the 
light and avoids it, for fear their actions should 
be exposed; but whoever lives by the truth 
comes out into the light, so that it may be 
plainly seen that what they do is done in God.”
