Dear Parents and Carers,
Pope Francis reminds us, “It is Jesus himself who 
continues to care for his Church. Small gestures 
of tenderness and care, make people feel that the 
Lord is with us.”

Enjoy a special time together this evening hearing 
your child’s thoughts about this Sunday’s Gospel 
and this Wednesday’s word, which is CARE.

In this Sunday’s Gospel, Jesus is praying with his disciples 
after the last supper. Very soon, Jesus will be arrested. 
So before leaving them he is preparing his disciples 
for the difficult time to come. Jesus has cared for his 
followers and now he is asking God to care for them.

Jesus wants us to be united with one another and with 
God. We show that we are united and part of God’s 
family when we care for each other – living and working 
in unity.

Jesus raised his eyes to heaven and said: 
‘Holy Father, Keep those you have given 
me true to your name, so that they may 
be one like us. While I was with them, 
I kept those you have given me true to 
your name. I have watched over them 

and not one is lost except the one who chose to be 
lost, and this was to fulfil the scriptures. But now I 
am coming to you and while still in the world I say 
these things to share my joy with them to the full. 
I passed your word on to them, and the world hated 
them, because they belong to the world no more 
than I belong to the world. Consecrate them in the 
truth; your word is truth. As you sent me into the 
world, I have sent them into the world, and for 
their sake I consecrate myself so that they too 
may be consecrated in truth.’
