When some were talking about the 
Temple, remarking how it was adorned

There will 
be wars, earthquakes, plagues and famines here 
and there; there will be great signs in the heavens. 
Before all this happens you will be shunned by all 
people on account of my name, but not a hair of 
your head will be lost. Your endurance will win you 
your lives.”
